promote evidence-based policy making in Nigeria.

Other objectives include:

• To encourage interactions among academia, governments, private sector and non-governmental organization.

• To promote evidence-based policy making by transmitting valuable research outputs and interventions into the

policy making process.

The Programme will bring together outstanding high-level intellectuals in the academia, research-based institutions and the

private sector to support the research and advocacy work of the NESG. The Programme will encourage collaboration and

ideas sharing among experts and ensure that findings from its research are applied in practice.
